Instructions

Step 1 – please apply to the JSS registry for the tests to be carried out.  Ideally this application should be made via ‘Manage Your Flock’ in the PedeWeb on line flock book.  Application can also be made by post or email.  Please include a  list of the sheep to be tested.

Step 2 - The test fees (£13.50 per sheep) should be paid direct to the JSS, either :

· via Paypal  (jacobsheep@grassroots.co.uk), 
· BACS payment (sort code 30-99-80,  account number 01034824)  - please add your JSS membership number as the reference
· or by cheque made payable to Jacob Sheep Society and sent to PO Box 251, Exeter, EX2 8WX.

Step 3 – The JSS Registry will send you a receipt for the fees paid, a covering letter and a sheet with the details of the animals to be tested and confirmation that the fees have been paid.  

Step 4 – arrange with your vet to have the samples collected.  They should be whole blood samples onto FTA cards
Clearly label the cards with the identification number for each of the sheep.  These numbers should match those on the confirmation sheet.
Step 5 – Pack the samples for dispatch and enclose the JSS confirmation sheet.
